Iran Authorisation Number – Online Application
You can now start your Iran visa application process.  The first step is to apply for a Visa Authorisation Number following the steps below.  
This sends your details directly to our agent in Iran, TapPersia, who will apply on your behalf and who will be managing our time in Iran, providing our escort guide and registering our travels. 
This service costs €100 for British, Canadian and US passport holders and €28 for all others and you pay this online.  This is separate to the cost of the visa which you collect and pay for at the Iran Embassy or Consulate (see below).
Your authorisation number application may take several weeks to process, especially for UK, US and Canadian passport holders, so it’s important that you apply immediately.  This applies even if given the current climate, you are unsure if you will end up going through Iran or not. If you think you may want to go through, then you need to do at least this first stage of the process now. 
If you are in the United States, you should use a VPN while applying online, to show you are in a different country (any country other than the US) – this will enable you to make payment of Tap Persia’s service fee. If you do not have a VPN app or are unclear how to do this, please speak to a friend or colleague who may be happy to help. 

If you are joining the trip in Istanbul or Tbilisi, please select Tbilisi as the embassy where you will pick up your visa. If you are joining later than this (e.g. Yerevan) you will need to select a different embassy that fits with your location and travel plans before you join the trip. 
The current cost of the final visa varies depending on your nationality. This will need to be paid in Euros cash so please have the appropriate amount ready to give to your tour leader who may need to then pay this into a local bank account for everyone.

Read the information on the first page, and then continue to ‘Apply Iran Visa’
On this page, select the number of applicants (1) and then Let’s Start
On ‘Page 1’, fill in your personal details and then continue
On ‘Page 2’, add your passport details and then continue
On ‘Page 3’, add your contact information and links to social media accounts and then continue. (Please note:  it is really important that you add all of your links to your social media accounts).  
On ‘Page 4’, add a ‘personal photo’ and a passport scan
On ‘Page 5’, fill in the details on previous visits to Iran, adding the answers below to certain
questions:
· Will you stay with locals throughout your trip?: No
· Have you booked a tour package with us?: Yes
· What is the purpose of your trip?: Tourism - visiting cities, towns, seeing the mountains and hiking
On ‘Page 6’, add the trip details:

IMPORTANT: 
On ‘Page 7’, if you need to take out travel insurance for Iran (if your current policy will not cover you for travel in a country where the UK FCDO or your country’s government advises against travel to or has sanctions against), click the box ‘Travel Insurance (14 Days) €25’.  Note: it is compulsory to have and to be able to show adequate travel insurance in order to enter Iran and to travel through whit us. The vast majority of people will need to take out this insurance, and this is the time to get this applied for and arranged. 
Continue to payment and await confirmation that it has been processed.
You will then be asked for a day-to-day itinerary, please use the details below (our final itinerary may well vary slightly but for visa purposes at this stage, this is what to enter):
