CHILE VISAS for AUSTRALIAN CITIZENS

Updated – August 2025

Australian citizens need to go through a different process for visiting Chile than most other nationalities, requiring a visa in advance of arrival. Please find some notes below covering applying for this visa. 

The type of visa required is a Temporary stay e-visa with multiple entries. (Those finishing their trip in Santiago and not planning on entering Chile again can apply for a single entry).

It needs to be applied for directly with the Chilean consulate/embassy – you cannot use a visa agency. 

**Please note the information given below is a guide based on the best information we could find at the time of writing. This process is subject to change at any time - the Chilean consulate has the right to change the process and to ask for any documentation they may require.

The e-visa is valid for 60 days - meaning that you have 60 days to enter Chile from the day the visa is issued. The visa is then valid for a maximum of 90 days travel within Chile.

We plan to enter Chile on the 15th December 2025. 
So, to allow for potential delays en-route, your visa cannot be issued before 20th October at the very earliest. 
If you are joining the trip in Cartagena on 2nd October or Quito on 23rd October, you will not be able apply for the visa in Australia without starting the process too early. 

If you are joining the trip later, comfortably within the 60 day time frame, then you can apply for the visa in Australia before you leave home. However, traveller feedback is that the process can take weeks.  There are three Chile consulates in Australia and it is suggested that the best consulate to choose is Melbourne as they will respond if you need to contact them.  If your Chile visa has not been issued and you are concerned you won’t receive it in time, it is essential that you contact the consulate in good time.  

For those who need to apply during the trip, you should start the application process shortly before you arrive in Peru. This is how many people have obtained this visa in the past. 

The documentation and information you WILL require:
1. Electronic copy of a passport photo
2. Electronic copy of your passport ID pages
3. Electronic copy of your most recent tax return or 3 latest bank statements (all in one document)
4. You will need a letter from Oasis Overland (we will provide this, showing your travel dates and trip details)
5. Accommodation receipt**
6. Details of your parents including full names, country(s) and place(s) of birth (even if they are no longer living - this information is required).

**You will need to book two nights’ accommodation in Santiago, Chile from your expected date of arrival, i.e. 15th and 16th December, via a platform such as booking.com that can be cancelled without incurring costs. This will be the contact details for your visa application. Keep a copy of the receipt and don't forget to cancel the booking once you get your visa. (Oasis has not usually booked accommodation at this stage - this is the reason you will need to do it).

Log onto the e-visa website https://tramites.minrel.gov.cl/default.aspx
Click on the English flag for English translation.
Click on Visa Application - please note you can close and reopen the application once you have started and have an application number - IT IS VERY IMPORTANT TO TAKE NOTE OF THE APPLICATION NUMBER TO ENABLE YOU TO CONTINUE OR CHECK THE STATUS OF YOUR APPLICATION

Start the process by answering the questions.

PLEASE NOTE THE FOLLOWING:
The country you are applying from is Peru (unless you are applying in Australia before your trip)
The Consulate is LIMA  
Type of passport is ORDINARY
Type of visa is Multiple entry (or single entry if you are finishing your trip in Santiago and not planning on entering Chile again)
Period of stay is 90 days (this is the maximum amount of days available)
**expected date of arrival in Chile – 15th December 2025
The name of the hotel you booked, the address and the telephone number of the accommodation will also be required.
**The question at the end of the process is asking if you have any children travelling with you and if you have authorisation for them to be traveling with you.

Add your documents to the application - make sure they are the required format and within the size limits.

You will receive an automated email reply that will include your application number. You will then hear from the Chilean consulate, at this stage they may ask for further documentation.

If a criminal record check is requested please follow the following directions:
Make an appointment at the Australian consulate in Lima (or Cusco) for one of the days you are there (the consulate is in Miraflores).  You require an apostolate or notarization appointment (https://peru.embassy.gov.au/lima/ConsularAssistance.html)

Log onto the following website https://www.afp.gov.au/what-we-do/national-police-checks and apply for a police check - this is usually done within 48 hours and costs AUD$56.00. ** You will require 100 points of identification.

Once you have this document, email it to the Australian consulate advising the date and time of your appointment, they will print it for you and have it ready for your appointment.

When you visit the Australian consulate at Av. la Paz 1049, Milaflores, 15074, you need to take your passport. The cost for the Embassy to notarize the AFP Police check is USD$84.00 this can be paid by card.

Once you have the notarized document, take a photo of the notarization and email it to the Chilean consulate along with any of the other documents they have requested.

You should then receive an email advising that payment of USD$105.00 is required. The email must be shown at an Interbank banking counter with the required sum. You must take your passport with you as the teller will record the information on the passport and on the email in the deposit. 

INTERBANK banks accepting deposits are in Lima, Cusco and Puno. Make sure it is not just an atm and that it is an actual bank branch, be aware of opening hours and public holidays.

DO NOT LOSE THE RECEIPT YOU RECEIVE FROM THE TELLER. Take a photo of this receipt and send it to the Chilean consulate. Approximately 48 hours later you will receive an email with a copy of your e-visa. You will need to print a copy of this visa and have it with you for entry into Chile.
